Sanguine people are jolly, optimistic and communicative, they like to be in the company of
others and they don’t fixate on negative events.
Phlegmatic people are calm, patient, tolerant and caring, it is almost impossible to make them
angry or excited, they are usually faithful friends.
People of the melancholic temperament are serious, careful and quiet. They like loneliness and
are disposed to sad and thoughtful moods.
Finally, choleric people are short-tempered, impulsive and restless. They are usually strong and
energetic leaders.
Most often, people have mixed temperaments, for example, half choleric and half melancholic,
or half melancholic and half phlegmatic.
Introversion and extraversion
People are also divided into two types: extraverts and introverts.
The first type is open, expressive and outgoing; these people look for new impressions and like
to communicate with others. The outer world is their source of energy.
The second type is quiet and reserved. Introverted people feel much more comfortable, when
they are alone.

Family Relationships



How could you describe the word "family"? First of all "family" means a close unit of parents
and their children living together. But we shouldn't forget that it is a most complex system of
relationships. Family relationships are rarely as easy as we would like, and very often we have
to work hard at keeping them peaceful.

When do people usually start a family? This question doesn't have a definite answer. In the
18th, 19th and at the beginning of the 20th century people used to get married at the age of 18
or even 16. If a girl about 23 or more wasn't married, she was said to be an old maid or a
spinster. That might have turned out a real tragedy for her family which usually brought up
more than three children, because in some cases a successful marriage was the only chance to
provide a good life for the daughter and to help her family. Despite the fact that the girl was so
young, she was already able to keep the house, take care of her husband and raise children. To
feel the time, its culture and customs I advise you to read a wonderful novel or see a
breathtaking film "Pride and Prejudice". Though the story takes place at the turn of the 19th
century, it retains fascination for modern readers, revealing some problems which may be
urgent in the 21st century.

But life's changing as well as people's style of life. Nowadays we have got much more freedom
in questions concerning family. It is natural to get married at the age of 20 up to 30; however,
some people prefer to make a career first and only after that start a family when they are
already in their forties. Moreover, there are many cases when people prefer to live together
without being married. There are some reasons for this phenomenon. Firstly, it is difficult to
juggle a family life with studies at school or university. But without good education it is
practically impossible to find a suitable well-paid steady job. It's a must to get a higher
education, but by this moment you are already 22—24 years old. After that you seek for a well-
paid job to live independently, which takes about 3—5 years. Now you see why people in the
21st century do not hurry to get married.

There is also another difference between old and modern families. Nowadays it is very unusual
to find three generations living under one roof as they used to do in the past. Relatives, as a
rule, live separately and don't often meet one another. This fact sharply hurts an older
generation. Our parents and grandparents usually suffer from lack of attention and respect from
their children and grandchildren, although they try not to show it. They really don't need much,
just a telephone call or a visit once a week will make them happy.

There are two basic types of families. A nuclear family — a typical family consisting of parents
and children. A single-parent family consists of one parent and children. Nowadays there are
very few people who have never divorced. Today the highest divorce rate in the world has the
Maldive Republic. The United States of America take the third place. Russia is at the ninth
place. What are the reasons of great numbers of divorce? Let us name some of the most
common and serious ones.

* Occurrence of adultery once or throughout the marriage. The unfaithful attitude towards
a spouse destroys the relationship and leads to a final separation.

+ Communication breakdown. After some time of living under one roof spouses find out that
they are absolutely incompatible. Constant clashes, brawls and squabbles cause serious
problems. The differences grow as a snowball and can't be already settled by kisses or hugs.

* Physical, psychological or emotional abuses. When a person taunts, humiliates, hits the
children or his spouse, it can't but end with a divorce.

* Financial problems. It sounds lamentably, but sometimes love alone can't guarantee well-
being, whereas money can solve many of your problems. So when a couple lacks it, their
relations become more and more complicated, their priorities change and the relationships end.
* Boredom. A lot of couples get bored of each other after 7 or more years of marriage.
Boredom may become the reason of constant quarrels and adultery which inevitably leads to a
divorce.

However, it goes without saying, in most cases married couples succeed in solving all the
problems and keep living in peace and happiness.

Because of the diverse interests of college students, the range of extracurricular activity offerings
varies extensively, depending upon the size and type of college or university. Extracurricular
activities range from primarily social organizations to governance organizations to
intercollegiate athletic programs. Each activity offers students an opportunity to work with others
and to gain essential life skills. Though numerous extracurricular activities exist, the following
activities are those that are most commonly found on college campuses.
Student Government. One of the most widespread types of extracurricular experience available
on college campuses is student government. Students involved in governance organizations, such
as student government and residence hall government, are typically elected by their peers to
function as the "official voice" of students to university administration. These government
participants often serve on campus-wide committees in an effort to represent the ideas and
concerns of their fellow students. Student government functions include allocating funds to other
organizations, planning programs related to student interests, providing forums for student issue
discussion, and helping to build and sustain a successful campus community. Additional
examples of campus governance organizations include honor councils, which seek to enforce a
university's honor code, and judiciary boards, where students hear disciplinary cases and render
verdicts.
Athletics. Almost every college and university in the United States offers some type of
intercollegiate and intramural athletics. Student athletes may "try out" for intercollegiate sports
teams such as volleyball, basketball, or lacrosse. Being a varsity athlete requires a great
commitment of time and energy for practicing, conditioning, and competing. Intramural sports
provide an opportunity for all nonvarsity student athletes to play a sport they enjoy, while
competing against their peers. Typically, colleges and universities offer several intramural
options including flag football, soccer, and tennis. Players at all skill levels are invited to
participate, and often these activities may be quite competitive. For those students who
particularly enjoy watching collegiate sports, many schools have student spirit organizations that
allow students to attend sporting events, sit in a special student cheering section, and applaud the
home team.
Academic and Professional Organizations. Academic major and professional organizations
assist their members in acquiring experience in their chosen occupational field and in aiding in
the job search. Students convene to discuss pertinent issues related to their field of interest and to
learn job related skills in an effort to be fully prepared for future success. Such professional
organizations typically focus on one career area of interest. Examples of professional
organizations include the American Marketing Association, Student Education Association, and
the Mathematics Society.
Volunteer and Service-Related Activities. Volunteer and service-related activities exist to help
improve the local and worldwide community, an important goal of extracurricular activities. In
the Alternative Spring Break program, students engage in community service projects, such as
rebuilding homes, planting trees, or tutoring students during their college spring break.
Additional service projects and organizations function throughout the year, including Alpha Phi
Omega, Habitat for Humanity, and Circle K, which promote service and volunteerism during the
college years. Service-learning programs offer students an opportunity to contribute to their
community and, most important, to critically reflect upon their service experiences.



Multicultural Activities. Multicultural activities focus on increasing awareness and
understanding of various cultures and ethnic and racial backgrounds. Many schools sponsor
festivals, concerts, lectures, and discussions that promote multicultural awareness on campus in
which students may participate. In addition, involvement in these activities may be an important
step toward positive racial, ethnic, or sexual-identity development. Examples of multicultural
organizations include Black Student Union, Lambda (a gay, lesbian, bisexual, and transgender
student organization), Muslim Student Association, and Russian Club.

The Arts. Students interested in fine arts have a plethora of extracurricular opportunities in
which they can actively participate. Activities including plays, musicals, and dance concerts
offer a chance for students to demonstrate their dramatic abilities. Marching band, jazz band,
orchestra, and singing groups allow students to pursue their musical interests at the college level.
Pottery, sculpture, and mosaic classes and workshops are also offered for students to learn and
enjoy.

Other Activities. In addition to the specific extracurricular activities previously mentioned,
other activities exist on many college campuses. Honorary organizations recognize student
scholars, often in a certain academic discipline, who maintain a specific grade point average.
Religious organizations offer students an opportunity to gather in fellowship with students of
similar religious backgrounds. Media organizations on campus consist of print, television, and
radio venues, and these activities may include writing or taking pictures for the school
newspaper, serving on the yearbook staff, or working as a disc jockey for the campus radio
station. Individuals interested in politics may join the College Republicans or College
Democrats. Students who enjoy planning campus-wide events may participate in the
Homecoming or Parents' Weekend committees. Greek organizations (fraternities and sororities)
offer many social opportunities while also promoting service and leadership

Whether we realize it or not, TV plays a very important part in our lives. It’s the main source of
information and a cheap form of entertainment for millions of people. It’s the window on the



world which gives us an opportunity to “travel” all over the world, to “meet” different people
and learn about their customs and traditions.

A. | As in many other European countries, Britain’s main newspapers are losing their
readers. Fewer and fewer people are buying broadsheets and tabloids at the
newsagent’s. In the last quarter of the twentieth century people became richer and now
they can choose other forms of leisure activity. Also, there is the Internet which is a
convenient and inexpensive alternative source of news.

B. | The ‘Sunday papers’ are so called because that is the only day on which they are
published. Sunday papers are usually thicker than the dailies and many of them have six
or more sections. Some of them are ‘sisters’ of the daily newspapers. It means they are
published by the same company but not on week days.

C. | Another proof of the importance of ‘the papers’ is the morning ‘paper round’. Most
newsagents organize these. It has become common that more than half of the country’s
readers get their morning paper brought to their door by a teenager. The boy or girl
usually gets up at around 5:30 a.m. every day including Sunday to earn a bit of pocket
money.

D. | The quality papers or broadsheets are for the better educated readers. They devote much
space to politics and other ‘serious’ news. The popular papers, or tabloids, sell to a
much larger readership. They contain less text and a lot more pictures. They use bigger
headlines and write in a simpler style of English. They concentrate on ‘human interest
stories’ which often means scandal.

E. | Not so long ago in Britain if you saw someone reading a newspaper you could tell what
kind it was without even checking the name. It was because the quality papers were
printed on very large pages called ‘broadsheet’. You had to have expert turning skills to




be able to read more than one page. The tabloids were printed on much smaller pages
which were much easier to turn.

F. | The desire to attract more readers has meant that in the twentieth century sometimes
even the broadsheets in Britain look rather ‘popular’. They give a lot of coverage to
scandal and details of people’s private lives. The reason is simple. What matters most
for all newspaper publishers is making a profit. They would do anything to sell more
copies.

G. | If you go into any newsagent’s shop in Britain you will not find only newspapers. You
will also see rows and rows of magazines for almost every imaginable taste. There are
specialist magazines for many popular pastimes. There are around 3,000 of them
published in the country and they are widely read, especially by women. Magazines
usually list all the TV and radio programmes for the coming week and many British
readers prefer them to newspapers.

The national flag of Russia consist of three horizontal stripes of red on the bottom, blue in the
middle and white on the top. Those colours are considered to be Pan-Slavic. Russian government
has never assigned any official meaning to the colors of the national flag. It was adopted in the
middle of 17th century.
The Origins of the Flag of Russia

According to one theory, the colors of the flag came from the Grand Duchy of Moscow and
depict Saint George in a silver armor, on a white horse, wearing a blue cap on a red field.
Another theory states that white color is a symbol of God, blue of Tsar and red of peasants.
Another theory states that white stands for a bright future, blue for clouded present and red for
the bloody past. The 22nd of August is officially a Flag Day in Russia.

Peter the Great chose such flag for Russia because he was very fond of Holland. Nevertheless, it
first appeared during the reign of the first tsar of the Romanov dynasty, Mikhail Fedorovich. In
1634, the court of Mikhail Fedorovich embassy arrived from Holstein Friedrich III. In addition
to diplomatic issues, the embassy has also decided the question of the construction of ten ships to
travel to Persia. The first ship, «Frederick», was launched in 1636. His term of shipboard life
was short-lived, but he went under the Holstein flag suspiciously like our current tricolor. Alexis
chose this flag for the first Russian frigate As the team consisted entirely of frigates of the Dutch,
so without hesitation, it was decided to put a flag identical to the Dutch.

Constitution of the Russian Federation, tells us that the flag is one of the three symbols of the
statechood. His three horizontal bands carry a powerful message to the Russian people.
Freedom and religion. The white stripe is a symbol of freedom of the soul of the Russian people.
Symbol of nobility of character of our people, the breadth of his views, openness and friendliness
to other countries and their populations. It is also a symbol of the Orthodox faith. Throughout the
history of our country closely intertwined with religion. Spirituality and faith shown in white
flag. In the past, white was the color belonging Belorossia (Belarus). The blue bar in the same
with religion. The blue color is the color of the Virgin Mary — the mother of our Lord. He has
always been a boundless loyalty and devotion to the fatherland, honesty to yourself and loved
ones, the pursuit of the great ideals and honest life. The blue color symbolizes power. He also
hoped the Russian people for a long prosperity of his country. Previously, blue was the color of
Malorussia (Ukraine).

The red stripe
on the flag is a symbol of a Great Russian people, statehood, and loyalty to country. History tells
us that the color red has always belonged to Great Russia (Russian).

The State Power System in the Russian Federation

In 1992 — shortly after the Soviet Union broke up — Russia established a transitional
(temporary) government headed by Boris N. Yeltsin. Yeltsin had been elected president of the
R.S.F.S.R. in 1991. After the break-up of the Soviet Union, Yeltsin continued to serve as
president of Russia. In December 1993, Russia adopted a new constitution that established a
permanent government.

Russia is a democratic federative state based on rule of law and a republican form of
government. State power in Russia is exercised by the President, the Federal Assembly, the
Government and the courts.



One of the basic principles of constitutional government is the division of powers. In
accordance with this principle, power must not be concentrated in the hands of one person or
one institution, but must be divided among the legislative, executive and judicial branches of
power. The division of powers requires that there be a clear delineation of responsibilities and a
system of checks and balances so that each branch of power can offset the others.

The President is at the summit of the system of state power. He ensures that all the state
institutions are able to carry out their responsibilities and keeps watching over them to ensure
that no institution can encroach on another's prerogatives, attempt to usurp power in the
country or take over another's powers.

The president of Russia is the government’s chief executive, head of state, and most
powerful official. The president is elected by the people to serve a four-year term. The
president, with the approval of the lower house of parliament, appoints a prime minister to
serve as head of government. The prime minister is the top-ranking official of a Council of
Ministers (cabinet). The council carries out the operations of the government.

Each institution of state power is only partially responsible for enforcing the Constitution.
Only the President has the responsibility of safeguarding the state system, the state's
sovereignty and integrity overall. This is the guarantee that the other state institutions and
officials can exercise their powers in a normal constitutional fashion.

The President's place in the state power system is tied to his constitutional prerogatives
regarding, above all, the executive branch of power. Legally, the President is distanced from all
the branches of power, but he nonetheless remains closer to the executive branch. This
closeness is reflected in the specific constitutional powers the President exercises as head of
state.

The origins of this constitutional situation lie in the particularities of the way the
government is formed in Russia. The Constitution does not link the process of forming a
government to the distribution of seats in parliament among the different political parties and
fractions. In other words» the party with the majority in parliament could form the government,
but the government does not have to be formed according to this principle. Both approaches
would be in keeping with the Constitution. But a situation where the governments make up
does not reflect the parliamentary majority can be a source of problems for many aspects of the
executive branch's work, especially law-making. Such problems could reduce the effectiveness
of the executive branch's work and make it unable to resolve pressing tasks.

In order to overcome such a situation, the Constitution gives the President a number of
powers that he can use on, an on-going basis to influence the government's work. These powers
include approving the structure of the federal executive bodies of power, appointing deputy
prime ministers and ministers, the right to preside government meetings, exercise control over
the lawfulness of the government's action, and direct subordination of the security ministries to
the President. The President has the right to dismiss the government or to accept the Prime
Minister’s resignation, which automatically entails the resignation of the government as a
whole.

The President works with two consultative bodies — the Security Council and the State Council.
The President chairs these two councils. The system of Presidential power includes the
Presidential Plenipotentiary Envoys in the Federal Districts.

Television (1920s)

The invention that swept the world and changed leisure habits for countless millions was
pioneered by Scottish-born electrical engineer John Logie Baird. It had been realised for some
time that light could be converted into electrical impulses, making it possible to transmit such
impulses over a distance and then reconvert them into light.

Motor Car (Late 19th Century)

With television, the car is probably the most widely used and most useful of all leisure-inspired
inventions. German engineer Karl Benz produced the first petroldriven car in 1885 and the
British motor industry started in 1896. Henry Ford was the first to use assembly line production
for his Model T car in 1908. Like them or hate them, cars have given people great freedom of
travel.

Electricity

The name came from the Greek word for amber and was coined by Elizabeth I's physician
William Gilbert who was among those who noticed that amber had the power to attract light
objects after being rubbed. In the 19th century such great names as Michael Faraday, Humphry
Davy, Alessandro Volta and Andre Marie Ampere all did vital work on electricity.
Photography (Early 19th Century)

Leonardo da Vinci had described the camera obscura photographic principle as early as 1515.
But it was not until 1835 that Frenchman Louis Daguerre produced camera photography. The
system was gradually refined over the years, to the joy of happy snappers and the despair of
those who had to wade through friends' endless holiday pictures.

Telephone (1876)

Edinburgh-born scientist Alexander Graham Bell patented his invention of the telephone in
1876. The following year, the great American inventor Thomas Edison produced the first
working telephone. With telephones soon becoming rapidly available, the days of letter-writing
became numbered.

Computer (20th Century)

The computer has been another life-transforming invention. British mathematician Charles
Babbage designed a form of computer in the mid-1830s, but it was not until more than a century
later that theory was put into practice. Now, a whole generation has grown up with calculators,
windows, icons, computer games and word processors, and the Internet and e-mail have



transformed communication and information.

Aeroplane

The plane was the invention that helped shrink the world and brought distant lands within easy
reach of ordinary people. The invention of the petrol engine made flight feasible and the
American Wright brothers made the first flight in 1903.

In 1971, motivated by their vision of a green and peaceful world, a small team of activists
set sail from Vancouver, Canada, in an old fishing boat. These activists, the founders of
Greenpeace, believed a few individuals could make a difference. Their mission was to «bear
witness» to US underground nuclear testing at Amchitka, a tiny island off the West Coast of
Alaska, which is one of the world's most earthquake-prone regions. Amchitka was the last
refuge for 3000 endangered sea otters, and home to bald eagles, peregrine falcons and other
wildlife. Even though their old boat, was intercepted before it got to Amchitka, the journey
sparked a flurry of public interest. The US still detonated the bomb, but the voice of reason had
been heard. Nuclear testing on Amchitka ended that same year, and the island was later
declared a bird sanctuary. Today, Greenpeace is an international ecological organization that
has 2.8 million supporters worldwide, and national as well as regional offices in 41 countries.
Its headquarters are based in Amsterdam, the Netherlands.

Greenpeace is a non-profit organization and nongovernmental. It unites people of different
colours living in different continents and speaking different languages. The common mission of
this organization is preserving life on the earth in its full variety. Greenpeace does not accept
donations from governments, corporations or political parties but relies on contributions from
individual supporters and foundation grants. Greenpeace does not support any political party.
Nevertheless, its members carry on a dialogue with all political forces and struggle for
approving and passing laws for the welfare of our environment. As a global organization,
Greenpeace focuses on the most crucial worldwide threats to our planet's biodiversity and
environment. It campaigns to stop climate change, save the oceans, stop whaling, say no to
genetic engineering, stop the nuclear threat, eliminate toxic chemicals. The goal of Greenpeace
is to expose environmental criminals, and to challenge government and corporations when they
fail to live up to their mandate to safeguard our environment and our future.

The Problem of Environmental Protection
Environmental protection is the main problem facing humanity nowadays. The image of a sick
planet has become firmly established in the public mind lately. Ten years ago the word 'ecology’
hardly meant anything for the majority of people, but today we can't help bearing it in our minds.
It has happened because of the growing effect of the rapid industrial development of the natural
world which has negative features of its own. As a matter of fact the state of environment has
greatly worsened of late.
There is no doubt that soil, water and air are contaminated with toxic wastes. Over the past few
years we have been constantly speaking about ozone holes, droughts, high level of radiation,
about food contaminated with chemicals.

The worst drought, the mildest winter and the most
devastating hurricanes have become typical in those parts of the world where they used to be a
rare occurrence.
Weather patterns have been changing recently due to the global warming-up process and its
major reason — the greenhouse effect. The greenhouse effect is created by carbon dioxide
emissions, released by industrial facilities and a constantly increasing number of cars. Thus it is
of vital importance that the world should start cutting down the release of gases that contribute to
the greenhouse effect. What is the reason for people getting so much worried about the state of
environment? The answer to this question is fairly simple. The thing is the deterioration of the
environment is telling heavily on people. They are paying for this with their health. And it is
obvious what all people need is a healthy environment.

An office worker in London has been sent home from work because she refused to wear high-
heeled shoes. Nicola Thorp, a receptionist at the offices of finance company PwC, arrived for
work wearing smart flat shoes. But her supervisor told her to go out and buy a pair of high-
heeled shoes or go home. Ms Thorp explained that she needed to spend nine hours a day walking
around the office and that high-heeled shoes were uncomfortable. She also pointed out that the
dress requirement was unfair as it did not apply to male colleagues.

Their coldness and
stiffness disarm.
At acquaintance and meetings it is inadmissible to hug and kiss on the cheek, but only shake
hands. In England, it is not accepted to ask about the amount of income, age (especially women),
marital status.
If it concerns business meetings, a visit to a doctor, solemn events, the delay on your part will be
disrespectful. Excessive emotionality is not welcomed among the English, but they are generous



with compliments on any occasion. This people are modest, and they are very proud, with a
sense of dignity. The English never ask for help, do not complain and do not expect sympathy.

In England, the love of the family and of the Motherland is sacred. Here, family relations,
problems in the family are not put on display; they do not discuss personal life and relatives. And
despite the secrecy and closeness within the family, the English are very hospitable people.

Outstanding People of the USA
The fates of many famous people of America have very much in common.
Thus, one of the most well-known statesmen of the USA, Abraham Lincoln, was born in 1809.
His father was a poor farmer and the boy had to work much on their small farm. But he read a
lot, too. When he grew older he felt a strong interest to law. He became a lawyer and he always
tried to use the law to defend people. In 1846 he was elected to Congress. There he said he was
against slavery. In 1860 he became the President of the USA. In 1864 Abraham Lincoln was
elected the President again, but a year later he was killed by his enemies in a theatre in
Washington.
An American inventor, Thomas Alva Edison, was born in Ohio in 1847. His family was not rich
and the boy’s education was limited to three months in the public school. When he was 12 he
started to work. Several years later Edison learned telegraphy and became a telegraph operator.
He wanted to improve the telegraph system and worked very hard at it. After a few months of
work he built a transmitter of a new kind. This was his first important invention. The other two
of Edison’s greatest inventions were the gramophone and the electric lamp. Edison believed that
only work could bring success.



So did many of the famous American writers. O’Henry, for instance, a well-known short-story
writer had to earn his living from the age of fifteen and he educated himself with the help of
friends.

Another famous American novelist, Theodore Dreiser had to leave school and work at a factory
when he was still a boy. Later he became a newspaper correspondent and then he began to write
books. He wrote such popular novels as “Sister Carrie”, “Financier”, “Titan”, etc.

Charles Dickens (1812-1870)
Charles Dickens is one of the greatest English novelists. His books describe old Victorian
England and show how hard it was, especially for the poor and for the children. They include
"The Pickwick Papers" («3anucku IlukBukckoro xiny6a), "Oliver Twist", "A Christmas Carol",
"David Copperfield", "Great Expectations" and "A Tale of Two Cities." He came of a petty
bourgeois family. In his childhood Dickens discovered a little library in an upstairs room in
Portsmouth and read all the books in it.
His father was a clerk and he could never make both ends meet and was thrown into debtors'
prison. According to the law of that time a man imprisoned for debt could have his family to live
with him in prison. His mother and children stayed in prison. Little Charles was sent to work. He
stuck labels on blacking bottles. When his father was set free, the boy left his dirty work and was
sent to school. Soon he entered the lawyer's office. At 19 he became a reporter.
He began to write sketches of the characters he observed and in 1836 they were collected in the
book "Sketches by Boz". In 1837 the novel "The Pickwick Papers" was published. The book
brought him fame and money. All his novels are full of sympathy and human suffering. In "Little
Dorrit" he attacks debtors' prisons. In "Hard Times" he describes the most terrible conditions
under which not only grown-ups but also little children were working in the mines and cotton
mills. In "Oliver Twist" he draws attention to the misery of life in the slums of London. His petty
bourgeois sentimentality found expression in the happy endings of almost all his novels.
Dickens's novels offer a complete realistic picture of the English bourgeois society of the mid -
nineteenth century and are highly valued for their realism and humanity. Dickens died in 1870
and was buried in Westminster Abbey, as he wished with nothing on his gravestone except his
name "Charles Dickens".

Tourist attractions in Russia



Red Square is one of the most famous Russia's places of interest. It is located right in the heart
of Moscow.

Many significant buildings surround Red Square. There is the Kremlin, Lenin's Mausoleum,
Saint Basil's Cathedral, GUM trading house and Kazan Cathedral there. The State Historical
Museum is also located in the square.

Red Square is the place where a lot of festivals are celebrated.

The Kremlin is a fortified complex in the centre of Moscow. It is the main political and
historical place of the city.

The walls of the Kremlin are made in the form of an irregular triangle. The Troitskaya Tower is
the tallest tower of the Kremlin. Its height is 80 metres. The Spasskaya Tower features the
clock which is known as the Kremlin chimes. The Kremlin has 20 towers in total.

Today the Kremlin is the official residence of the President of Russia.

The Hermitage is one of the world's largest museums. It is located in Saint Petersburg. It
consists of 5 buildings. The museum's collection houses about 3 million different works of art.
From the very beginning the Hermitage was Catherine's II private collection of paintings, but in
the time of Nicholas I the Hermitage opened for general public. This happened in 1852.

Saint Basil's Cathedral is located in Red Square. This Orthodox church is a world-famous
landmark. The church was built in the XVI century by order of Ivan the Terrible. There are 11
domes in Saint Basil's Cathedral. Its height is 65 metres.

In the XX century the church was open for public as a museum. It is one of the most
recognizable tourist attractions. Saint Basil's Cathedral is included in the list of UNESCO World
Heritage Sites.

Lake Baikal is a lake located in eastern Siberia. This is the deepest lake on our planet and the
largest natural reservoir of fresh water.

Lake Baikal is also widely known for its endemic fauna. Water in the lake is very clean and
clear. There are 27 islands and the biggest one is called Olkhon.

Numerous rivers and streams flow into Lake Baikal. The Angara is the only river that flows out
from the lake.

Petergof is a small town which has great tourist and scientific significance. In the XVIII century
the emperor's country residence was located there.

The town is located not far from Saint Petersburg and is well-known for its landmarks. These
places of interest include the palace ensemble called Petergof with its numerous fountains,
alleys and the Peterhof Grand Palace.

The Golden Ring is a ring of cities located not far from Moscow. This popular tourist route runs
through ancient cities of Russia which played a significant role in the formation of the Russian

Orthodox Church.

There are many unique monuments in these cities which attract a lot of tourists. The cities
included in the Golden Ring are Sergiyev Posad, Pereslavl-Zalessky, Rostov Veliky,
Yaroslavl, Kostroma, Ivanovo, Suzdal and Vladimir.

Banking

Banks are financial institutions that provide customers with a variety of valuable services,
including the ability to wire money to a person or company, the ability to store money in a checking
or savings account, the ability to collect interest on investments, the ability to receive loans, and
much more.

Banks are most commonly used by customers who wish to store their money and access it as
needed, with adebit card (a card that's simply attached to the funds in one's account),
or checks (individually numbered paper slips that can be used to designate a transfer of
funds). Checking and savings accounts are the primary means of storing money in a bank; a
checking account is designed to house money that will be spent, while a savings account is designed
to house money that will be saved. Banks usually pay a small amount of interest, or a payment in
the form of a percentage of a customer's deposited balance, to customers. This is their way of
showing support for clients who entrust them with their money.

These funds are then used by banks, along with their credit, to perform other functions and
offer additional services. For example, many customers use banks to secure home mortgages, or
multiyear loans through which ownership (or equity) of a home is achieved. Customers
demonstrate that they're able to pay a mortgage back (usually by providing proof of income and
investments, in addition to a down payment, or a lump sum paid up front), and select a time period
for this mortgage; short mortgage payment periods require larger monthly payments, but customers
are charged less interest, while longer mortgage payment periods require smaller monthly
payments, but customers are charged more interest.

Lastly, many banking customers request a personal loan. Personal loans are loans issued and
approved by financial experts that're designed to be used by customers for specific purposes. For
example, one may secure a personal loan for a business plan or an automobile. Personal loans, like
home mortgages, are issued based upon a customer's ability to pay the borrowed sum back; banks
also charge a small amount of interest, meaning in this case a percentage of the borrowed money
extra, besides its core balance.
