Types of Extracurricular Activities
Because of the diverse interests of college students, the range of extracurricular activity offerings
varies extensively, depending upon the size and type of college or university. Extracurricular
activities range from primarily social organizations to governance organizations to intercollegiate
athletic programs. Each activity offers students an opportunity to work with others and to gain
essential life skills. Though numerous extracurricular activities exist, the following activities are
those that are most commonly found on college campuses.
Student Government. One of the most widespread types of extracurricular experience available on
college campuses is student government. Students involved in governance organizations, such as
student government and residence hall government, are typically elected by their peers to function
as the "official voice" of students to university administration. These government participants often
serve on campus-wide committees in an effort to represent the ideas and concerns of their fellow
students. Student government functions include allocating funds to other organizations, planning
programs related to student interests, providing forums for student issue discussion, and helping to
build and sustain a successful campus community. Additional examples of campus governance
organizations include honor councils, which seek to enforce a university's honor code, and judiciary
boards, where students hear disciplinary cases and render verdicts.
Athletics. Almost every college and university in the United States offers some type of
intercollegiate and intramural athletics. Student athletes may "try out" for intercollegiate sports
teams such as volleyball, basketball, or lacrosse. Being a varsity athlete requires a great
commitment of time and energy for practicing, conditioning, and competing. Intramural sports
provide an opportunity for all nonvarsity student athletes to play a sport they enjoy, while
competing against their peers. Typically, colleges and universities offer several intramural options
including flag football, soccer, and tennis. Players at all skill levels are invited to participate, and
often these activities may be quite competitive. For those students who particularly enjoy watching
collegiate sports, many schools have student spirit organizations that allow students to attend
sporting events, sit in a special student cheering section, and applaud the home team.
Academic and Professional Organizations. Academic major and professional organizations assist
their members in acquiring experience in their chosen occupational field and in aiding in the job
search. Students convene to discuss pertinent issues related to their field of interest and to learn job
related skills in an effort to be fully prepared for future success. Such professional organizations
typically focus on one career area of interest. Examples of professional organizations include the
American Marketing Association, Student Education Association, and the Mathematics Society.
Volunteer and Service-Related Activities. Volunteer and service-related activities exist to help
improve the local and worldwide community, an important goal of extracurricular activities. In the
Alternative Spring Break program, students engage in community service projects, such as
rebuilding homes, planting trees, or tutoring students during their college spring break. Additional
service projects and organizations function throughout the year, including Alpha Phi Omega,
Habitat for Humanity, and Circle K, which promote service and volunteerism during the college
years. Service-learning programs offer students an opportunity to contribute to their community
and, most important, to critically reflect upon their service experiences.
Multicultural Activities. Multicultural activities focus on increasing awareness and understanding
of various cultures and ethnic and racial backgrounds. Many schools sponsor festivals, concerts,
lectures, and discussions that promote multicultural awareness on campus in which students may
participate. In addition, involvement in these activities may be an important step toward positive
racial, ethnic, or sexual-identity development. Examples of multicultural organizations include



Black Student Union, Lambda (a gay, lesbian, bisexual, and transgender student organization),
Muslim Student Association, and Russian Club.

The Arts. Students interested in fine arts have a plethora of extracurricular opportunities in which
they can actively participate. Activities including plays, musicals, and dance concerts offer a chance
for students to demonstrate their dramatic abilities. Marching band, jazz band, orchestra, and
singing groups allow students to pursue their musical interests at the college level. Pottery,
sculpture, and mosaic classes and workshops are also offered for students to learn and enjoy.

Other Activities. In addition to the specific extracurricular activities previously mentioned, other
activities exist on many college campuses. Honorary organizations recognize student scholars, often
in a certain academic discipline, who maintain a specific grade point average. Religious
organizations offer students an opportunity to gather in fellowship with students of similar religious
backgrounds. Media organizations on campus consist of print, television, and radio venues, and
these activities may include writing or taking pictures for the school newspaper, serving on the
yearbook staff, or working as a disc jockey for the campus radio station. Individuals interested in
politics may join the College Republicans or College Democrats. Students who enjoy planning
campus-wide events may participate in the Homecoming or Parents' Weekend committees. Greek
organizations (fraternities and sororities) offer many social opportunities while also promoting
service and leadership

The doctor prescribes medicine and gives us a prescription, which we take to the chemist, who
makes up the medicine.

The doctor says: “I shall prescribe some medicines. You must take the prescription to the chemist
and he will make up the medicine for you. Take the medicine twice or tree times a day, before (or
after) meals.”

If you disobey the doctor you may get worse, and even die.

We must obey the doctor (we must follow his orders if we want to get better. If we have a
temperature we must stay in bed and take the medicine he prescribes. If we cannot get better at
home, we must go to hospital.

2. If you need an operation, for a example if you have appendicitis a surgeon performs the
operations on you. If we are too ill to walk, we go to a hospital in the ambulance. After our illness
we can go to a sanatorium until we are strong again.

3. When we have toothache (when a tooth hurts us), we go to the dentist, the dentist examines out
teeth. The dentist asks: “which tooth hurts you?” He sais: “That tooth has a cavity. I must stop it (I
must put in a feeling).

Before the plane takes off the stewardess gives you all the information about the flight, the speed
and altitude. She asks you to fasten the belts and not to smoke. She will take care of you during the
flight and will help you to get comfortable in your seat. Inside the cabins the air is always fresh and
warm. The captain will welcome you on board, tell you all about the flight and the interesting
places you are flying over. During the flight you can take a nap or have a chat, you can read and
relax. In some planes you can watch video or listen to the music.

When the plane is landing or taking off you have an opportunity to enjoy the wonderful scenery and
landscapes. While travelling by plane you fly past various villages and cities at the sight of which
realize how majestic and tremendous our planet is. Do not forget your personal belongings when
leaving the plane. Landing formalities and customs regulation are about the same in-all countries.
While still onboard the plane the passenger is given an arrival card to fill in, he fills in (in block
letters) his name in full, country of residence, permanent address, purpose and length of visit; and
address in the country he is visiting. After the passenger has disembarked, officials will examine
(check) his passport and visa (to see if they are in order).

In some countries they will check the passenger's certificate of vaccination. When these formalities
have been completed the passenger goes to the Customs for an examination of his luggage. The
passenger is required to fill in a customs declaration form. He must list all dutiable articles.
Personal belongings may be brought in duty-free. Here is a partial list of prohibited articles:
firearms, drugs, in some countries — meat products, fresh fruit and vegetables. The Customs
inspector may ask you to open your bags for inspection. After you are through with all customs
formalities he will put a stamp on each piece of luggage.

Edinburgh, the capital of Scotland, is also a great city of more than half a million inhabitants. The
city is built of stone, not brick.

The national flag of Russia consist of three horizontal stripes of red on the bottom, blue in the
middle and white on the top. Those colours are considered to be Pan-Slavic. Russian government
has never assigned any official meaning to the colors of the national flag. It was adopted in the
middle of 17th century.
The Origins of the Flag of Russia

According to one theory, the colors of the flag came from the Grand Duchy of Moscow and depict
Saint George in a silver armor, on a white horse, wearing a blue cap on a red field. Another theory
states that white color is a symbol of God, blue of Tsar and red of peasants. Another theory states
that white stands for a bright future, blue for clouded present and red for the bloody past. The 22nd
of August is officially a Flag Day in Russia.

Peter the Great chose such flag for Russia because he was very fond of Holland. Nevertheless, it
first appeared during the reign of the first tsar of the Romanov dynasty, Mikhail Fedorovich. In
1634, the court of Mikhail Fedorovich embassy arrived from Holstein Friedrich III. In addition to
diplomatic issues, the embassy has also decided the question of the construction of ten ships to
travel to Persia. The first ship, «Frederick», was launched in 1636. His term of shipboard life was
short-lived, but he went under the Holstein flag suspiciously like our current tricolor. Alexis chose
this flag for the first Russian frigate As the team consisted entirely of frigates of the Dutch, so
without hesitation, it was decided to put a flag identical to the Dutch.

Constitution of the Russian Federation, tells us that the flag is one of the three symbols of the
statechood. His three horizontal bands carry a powerful message to the Russian people.



Freedom and religion. The white stripe is a symbol of freedom of the soul of the Russian people.
Symbol of nobility of character of our people, the breadth of his views, openness and friendliness to
other countries and their populations. It is also a symbol of the Orthodox faith. Throughout the
history of our country closely intertwined with religion. Spirituality and faith shown in white flag.
In the past, white was the color belonging Belorossia (Belarus). The blue bar in the same with
religion. The blue color is the color of the Virgin Mary — the mother of our Lord. He has always
been a boundless loyalty and devotion to the fatherland, honesty to yourself and loved ones, the
pursuit of the great ideals and honest life. The blue color symbolizes power. He also hoped the
Russian people for a long prosperity of his country. Previously, blue was the color of Malorussia
(Ukraine).

THE PUSHKIN MUSEUM OF FINE ARTS

It is the largest museum of European art in Moscow. The founder of the Pushkin Museum of Fine
Art is Professor Ivan Tsvetayev (father of the poet Marina Tsvetayeva). The Museum was built in
Greek classical style in 1898-1912 by Roman Klein. It was originally named after Alexander III.
Since 1937 it has been known as the Pushkin Museum of Fine Arts. In 1918 thousands of works
were transferred from St Petersburg’s Hermitage Museum. They were a basis for the Pushkin
Museum’s collections of Western Art. Later the works by Impressionists and Post- Impressionists,
including Van Gogh, Gauguin, Picasso and Matisse were added. The Museum also has one of the
world’s largest  collection  of  the  ancient, oriental and  classical art.
The Pushkin Museum of Fine Arts periodically holds exhibitions of the art of various countries.
After the World War II the evacuated Dresden Gallery had been stored in Moscow for 10 years.
There were exhibitions of the Tutankhamen treasures from Egypt, and Leonardo da Vinci’s world
famous Mona-Lisa. Canvases from the American Metropolitan Art Museum, the paintings of P.
Picasso, M. Chagall, French Impressionists were displayed here, too.
The International musical festival Svyatoslav Richter’s December nights are also held in the
Pushkin Museum. The Pushkin Museum of Fine Arts contacts with the biggest museums and
galleries of the world.

The tallest Trinity
Tower, the Kutafia Tower, the Tower of the Senate, the St. Nicholas Tower are unforgettable for
everyone. Near the Kremlin you can see Pokrovsky Cathedral which is also known by its folk
name- the Vasili Blazhenny Cathedral. It was built at the end of the 16th century by architects
Barma and Posnik in memory of Russia’s conquest of the Kazan Kingdom in 1552. In front of this
ancient Cathedral you can see a monument to Minin and Pozharsky. It was designed by 1. Martos in
1818 to commemorate the Russian victory over the Poles in 1612.

I was laid off from the
auto sector and now I’m in the Second Career program. When I was fired, I felt like I was a little bit
lost and scared to make a step in my life. I heard about the Second Career program at the
assessment centre in our local community. I chose Culinary Management because there are a lot of
jobs created from the culinary department. After graduating from Fleming College, I have a long
term goal to either owning my own restaurant or becoming an executive chef somewhere - which
has always been a dream of mine to do. The Second Career program has made it very comfortable
for me to go to that next step.

B. Before you can make a career choice you have to learn about yourself.
Your values, interests and skills, in combination with certain personality traits, will make some
careers especially suitable for you and some particularly unsuitable. You can use career tests, to
generate a list of occupations that are deemed appropriate. Some people choose to have career
counselors or other career development professionals check these tests but many try to use free
career tests that are available on the Web.

C. The United States Bureau of Labor Statistics regularly publishes articles in the Occupational
Outlook Handbook. Each article contains information regarding the nature of the work, working
conditions, employment outlook, education and training, and earnings for that occupation. A solid
educational foundation is important, although, according to the Occupational Outlook Handbook, it
is not as important as experience especially in such professions as actors. However, even actors
with well established careers polish their skills in acting classes with other professionals. Dancers
spend many hours in training as do musicians.

D. A survey by the TUC found that employees in small businesses are more satisfied at work.
They were also found to be the most committed and loyal to their organisations. They also felt most
engaged by their employer and had the most freedom to choose their working patterns. There were
far fewer reports of bullying, lower stress levels and fewer complaints about long working hours.
The Chairman of the Federation of Small Businesses said ‘In terms of the way they treat their staff,
small businesses consistently out perform their bigger competitors. Small business owners know
that the greatest asset is their staff and they are more likely to treat them as individuals and
recognize their needs. By having a committed and loyal workforce the smallest business has a
bigger advantage.

E. I have enjoyed learning how to sell myself, tapping into my skills, I previously was unaware,
were so important to future employers. Also, developing a greater understanding of what the
employers want to see and hear on a CV and during an interview has given me confidence. I feel
that the relaxed nature of this course to do assignments and quizzes at your own leisure makes this
module very appealing as both a learning process and personal development. I also like the idea that
anyone can do it alongside their degree, even in final year when employment possibilities really are
at the forefront of our minds.

F. A graduate had been trying to get into investment banking, but without success and had
exhausted all the normal routes. As a last resort, he had 100 postcard-sized CVs printed. He then
went round the "Square Mile” in the City, where all the main financial organizations in London are
located and proceeded to place one of these CVs under the windscreen of every Rolls Royce and
top of the range BMW and Mercedes he came across. Next day, he had several phone calls offering
him interviews from the senior executives whom the cars belonged to. Note that we are not
advocating this approach: one graduate jobseeker put up 200 poster sized CVs around Hull and
ended up being fined for bill posting!

G. As you begin the journey of choosing a career, you may be surprised to discover the ill effects
of negative childhood experiences coloring your decision-making process. Tragic situations during
childhood, such as extreme poverty, death, and other traumatic events affect individuals at the
chemical level, strongly influencing their overall health and their choices as adults. They may
believe their options are limited to careers that have no prestige or that they will be stuck in the
same career forever, according to the Career Development Center. Young adults who are at the




effect of traumatic childhood life events may believe they are not allowed to fail and, if they do,
there is no chance of succeeding in another career.

Forms and Functions of Architecture
Architecture is the art and the science of building. Without consideration of structural principles,
materials, and social and economic requirements a building cannot take form, but unless aesthetic
quality also is inherent in its form the building cannot be considered as a work of architecture.
From the very beginning of architecture many skills, systems and theories have been evolved for
the construction of the buildings, and writing on architecture is almost as old as writing itself.
Books on the theory of architecture, on the art of building, and on the aesthetic appearance of
buildings exist in fair number. The oldest book we have that sets forth the principles upon which
buildings should be designed is the work of Marcus Vitruvius Pollio, written in the first century B.
C.
Architecture is an art, its contemporary expression must be creative and consequently new. The
heritage of the past cannot be ignored. The paradox of the coexistence of change and survival is



evident in all phases of the human story. The philosophers, and historians have taken great pains to
explain it. This paradox of change and repetition is clearly illustrated in any architectural style.
Nearly two thousand years ago the Roman architect Vitruvius listed three basic factors in
architecture — convenience, strength and beauty. These three factors are always present and are
always interrelated in the best structures. Thus architectural design entails not only the study of
solutions for convenience, for structure, and for appearance as three separate processes but also a
consideration of the constant interaction of these factors.

This triple nature of architectural design is one of the reasons why architecture is a difficult art. The
designer must have a sufficient knowledge of engineering and of building materials, must posses
the creative imagination which will enable him to integrate the plan and the construction into one
harmonious whole. The architect’s feeling of satisfaction in achieving such an integration is one of
his greatest rewards.

Television (1920s)

The invention that swept the world and changed leisure habits for countless millions was pioneered
by Scottish-born electrical engineer John Logie Baird. It had been realised for some time that light
could be converted into electrical impulses, making it possible to transmit such impulses over a
distance and then reconvert them into light.

Motor Car (Late 19th Century)

With television, the car is probably the most widely used and most useful of all leisure-inspired
inventions. German engineer Karl Benz produced the first petroldriven car in 1885 and the British
motor industry started in 1896. Henry Ford was the first to use assembly line production for his
Model T car in 1908. Like them or hate them, cars have given people great freedom of travel.
Electricity

The name came from the Greek word for amber and was coined by Elizabeth I's physician William
Gilbert who was among those who noticed that amber had the power to attract light objects after
being rubbed. In the 19th century such great names as Michael Faraday, Humphry Davy,
Alessandro Volta and Andre Marie Ampere all did vital work on electricity.

Photography (Early 19th Century)

Leonardo da Vinci had described the camera obscura photographic principle as early as 1515. But it
was not until 1835 that Frenchman Louis Daguerre produced camera photography. The system was
gradually refined over the years, to the joy of happy snappers and the despair of those who had to



wade through friends' endless holiday pictures.

Telephone (1876)

Edinburgh-born scientist Alexander Graham Bell patented his invention of the telephone in 1876.
The following year, the great American inventor Thomas Edison produced the first working
telephone. With telephones soon becoming rapidly available, the days of letter-writing became
numbered.

Computer (20th Century)

The computer has been another life-transforming invention. British mathematician Charles Babbage
designed a form of computer in the mid-1830s, but it was not until more than a century later that
theory was put into practice. Now, a whole generation has grown up with calculators, windows,
icons, computer games and word processors, and the Internet and e-mail have transformed
communication and information.

Aeroplane

The plane was the invention that helped shrink the world and brought distant lands within easy
reach of ordinary people. The invention of the petrol engine made flight feasible and the American
Wright brothers made the first flight in 1903.

Internet and Modern Life
The Internet has already entered our ordinary life. Everybody knows that the Internet is a global
computer network, which embraces hundreds of millions of users all over the world and helps us to
communicate with each other.
The history of Internet began in the United States in 1969. It was a military experiment, designed to
help to survive during a nuclear war, when everything around might be polluted by radiation and it
would be dangerous to get out for any living being to get some information to anywhere.

Most of the people use the network only for
sending and receiving e-mail messages. They can do it either they are at home or in the internet
clubs or at work. Other popular services are available on the Internet too. It is reading news,
available on some dedicated news servers, telnet, FTP servers, etc.



In many countries, the Internet could provide businessmen with a reliable, alternative to the
expensive and unreliable telecommunications systems its own system of communications.
Commercial users can communicate cheaply over the Internet with the rest of the world. When they
send e-mail messages, they only have to pay for phone calls to their local service providers, not for
international calls around the world, when you pay a good deal of money.

But saving money is only the first step and not the last one. There is a commercial use of this
network and it is drastically increasing. Now you can work through the internet, gambling and
playing through the net.

However, there are some problems. The most important problem is security. When you send an e-
mail, your message can travel through many different networks and computers. The data is
constantly being directed towards its destination by special computers called routers. Because of
this, it is possible to get into any of the computers along the route, intercept and even change the
data being sent over the Internet. But there are many encoding programs available. Notwith-
standing, these programs are not perfect and can easily be cracked.

Another big and serious problem of the net is control. Yes, there is no effective control in the
Internet, because a huge amount of information circulating through the net. It is like a tremendous
library and market together. In the future, the situation might change, but now we have what we
have.

Mendeleev Dmitri Ivanovich»
A Russian name appeared in 1964 on the honorary board of science at Bridgeport University, USA:
Mendeleyev was added to the list of the greatest geniuses - Euclid, Archimedes, Copernicus,
Galilei, Newton and Lavoisier. D.I. Mendeleyev, the explorer of nature, is the greatest chemist of
the world. The Mendeleyev system has served for almost 150 years as a key to discovering new
elements and it has retained its key capacity until now.
D.I. Mendeleyev was the fourteenth and the last child of the Director of the Gymnasium at
Tobolsk. After finishing school at the age of 16 he was taken by his mother to St. Petersburg and
entered the Pedagogical Institute in 1850, took a degree in chemistry in 1856 and in 1859 he was
sent abroad for two years for further training. He returned to St. Petersburg in 1861 as Professor of
Chemistry and gave a course of lectures on chemistry at St. Petersburg,s University. His lectures
were always listened to with great interest and attention. Even in class of two hundred students
everyone was able to follow his discussions from the beginning to the end. Interesting experiments
were made in his classes.
In 1868 Mendeleyev began to write a great text book of chemistry, known in its English translation
as "Principles of Chemistry" Hard work preceded it. Mendeleyev made thousands of experiments
and calculations, wrote a lot of letters, studied many reports. Everything in the world that was
known about chemical elements Mendeleyev knew. For months, for years he searched for missing
data. All those data were being brought together and grouped in a special way. When compiling
this, he tried to find some system of classifying the elements some sixty in all then known whose
properties he was describing. This led him to formulate the Periodic Law: "The properties of
elements and, consequently, the properties of the simple and complex bodies formed from them are
periodic functions of their atomic weights". The Law earned him lasting international fame. He
presented it verbally to the Russian Society in October 1868 and published 1869. But Mendeleyev
was recognized as the author of the Periodic Law only after gallium, scandium and germanium had
been discovered in France, Sweden and Germany and after the properties of number of elements
predicted be Mendeleyev had been confirmed.
In this paper he set out clearly his discovery that if the elements are arranged in order of their
atomic weights, chemically related elements appear at regular intervals. The greatness of
Mendeleyev,s achievement lies in the fact that he had discovered a generalization that not only
unified an enormous amount of existing information but pointed the way to further progress.
Today the Periodic Law is studied by millions of school children and by students at higher
educational establishments of natural sciences and engineering. It is studied by philosophers,
historians, teachers and chemists.
The law serves as a basis for thousands of researches. The Periodic Law crossed national
boundaries and has become the property of all nations, just like the works of Newton, Lomonosow,
Pavlov, Lobachevsky, Einstein and other. In our country the Russian Chemical Society, a number
of higher and secondary schools, some industrial plants have been named after Mendeleyev. The
Academy of Sciences and the Mendeleyev Society award the Mendeleyev Prize and the
Mendeleyev Gold Medal for outstanding research work in chemistry.

Some of the Great Names in the History of Metallurgy
Anosov, Pavel Petrovich (1799-1851) was a Russian metallurgist. He entered the St. Petersburg
Mining Corps of Cadets at the age of 11. Graduated with honours in 1817 he was appointed to a
minor post at the Zlatoust Crown Works (3maToycToBckue Ka3eHHbBIC 3aB0/bI). Mendeleev was
promoted to Supervisor of the Zlatoust Arms Factory in 1819, to its Superintendent in 1824, and its
Manager in 1829. From 1847 until his death, he worked as the Chief of the Altai Works.
Anosov was renowned for his writings on the manufacture of iron and his re-discovery of the secret
of damascene (1amacckas crains) lost in the Middle Ages. He explained the effect of the chemical
composition, structure and treatment of steel on its properties. His findings formed the basis for the
science of quality steels. Anosov summed up his studies in his classical treatise, “On Damaskene”
(1841), immediately translated into German and French. Anosov was the first to use the microscope
in studies into the structure of steel (1831), thus laying the foundation for the microscopic analysis
of metals. Anosov was elected a corresponding member of the Kazan University (1844) and an
honorary member of the Kharkov University (1846).
Bessemer, Sir Henry (1813-1898) was a British civil engineer and inventor, elected to the London
Royal Society in 1879. He was patented over a hundred inventions in various fields of technology.
Those most important were the needle die for postal stamps (MronpuaThIii mTamn a1 Mapok) and
the word-casting machine (coBoIuTHasI MalIMHA) in 1838, the sugar cane
press (MallMHa JJsl IpeccoBaHMs caxapHoro TpoctHuka) in - 1849, and the centrifugal pump
(enTpoOexkHBINH Hacoc) in 1850.
While working on ways and means of improving the quality of a heavy artillery shell in 1854, he
felt the need for a better steel-making process. In 1856 he patented a vessel (cocyn) for converting
molten pig iron (Jiutoe xkeine3o) into steel. The process which took place in a vessel was named
after him (beccemepoBckuii mpouecc) and revolutionized the iron and steel industry.

Isaac Newton
Isaac Newton was a physicist and mathematician who developed the principles of modern physics,
including the laws of motion and is credited as one of the great minds of the 17th-century Scientific
Revolution. Newton was born on January 4, 1643, in Woolsthorpe, Lincolnshire, England. Newton
was the only son of a prosperous local farmer, also named Isaac, who died three months before he
was born. Newton was enrolled at the King's School in Grantham, a town in Lincolnshire, where he
lodged with a local apothecary and was introduced to the fascinating world of chemistry. When
Newton arrived at Cambridge, the Scientific Revolution of the 17th century was already in full
force. The heliocentric view of the universe — theorized by astronomers Nicolaus Copernicus and
Johannes Kepler, and later refined by Galileo — was well known in most European academic circles.
Isaac Newton’s discoveries gave physics its theoretical foundation, granted powerful tools to
mathematics and created a launch pad for future developments in science.
Sir Isaac Newton contributed to many branches of human thought, among which physics and
mathematics were the fields in which he contributed substantially.
Newton made discoveries in optics, motion and mathematics. Newton theorized that white light was
a composite of all colors of the spectrum, and that light was composed of particles.
Newton's first major public scientific achievement was designing and constructing a reflecting
telescope in 1668. As a professor at Cambridge, Newton was required to deliver an annual course of
lectures and chose optics as his initial topic. He used his telescope to study optics and help prove his
theory of light and color.
In 1687, following 18 months of intense and effectively nonstop work, Newton
published Philosophiae Naturalis Principia Mathematica (Mathematical Principles of Natural
Philosophy), most often known as Principia. Principia is said to be the single most influential book
on physics and possibly all of science. Its publication immediately raised Newton to international
prominence.
Principia offers an exact quantitative description of bodies in motion, with three basic
but important laws of motion:
First Law — a stationary body will stay stationary unless an external force is applied to it.
Second Law — force is equal to mass times acceleration, and a change in motion (i.e., change in
speed) is proportional to the force applied.
Third Law — for every action, there is an equal and opposite reaction.
Newton’s three basic laws of motion outlined in Principia helped him arrive at his theory of gravity.
Newton’s law of universal gravitation states that two objects attract each other with a force of
gravitational attraction that’s proportional to their masses and inversely proportional to the square
of the distance between their centers.
These laws helped explain not only elliptical planetary orbits but nearly every other motion in the
universe: how the planets are kept in orbit by the pull of the sun’s gravity; how the moon revolves
around Earth and the moons of Jupiter revolve around it; and how comets revolve in elliptical orbits
around the sun.
They also allowed him to calculate the mass of each planet, calculate the flattening of the Earth at
the poles and the bulge at the equator, and how the gravitational pull of the sun and moon create the




Earth’s tides. In Newton's account, gravity kept the universe balanced, made it work, and brought
heaven and Earth together in one great equation.

Andre Marie Ampere
Andre Marie Ampere was born on the 20th of January 1775. His father was a prosperous
businessman.
As a child, Ampere was very curious and smart. He became a voracious reader under the guidance
of his father and read books on mathematics, history, travels, poetry, philosophy, and the natural
sciences.
He was particularly fascinated by mathematics and began studying the subject seriously when he
was 13.
Ampere started working as a private mathematics tutor in Lyon in 1797. His success as a tuition
teacher brought him to the attention of the intellectuals in Lyon who were greatly impressed by the
young man’s knowledge.
He obtained a teaching position at the recently opened Polytechnique School in 1804. He was much
successful in this position, and was appointed a professor of mathematics at the school in 1809



despite his lack of formal qualifications, a position he would hold till 1828. Ampere was elected to
the French Academy of Sciences in 1814.

In April 1820, Danish physicist Hans Christian Oersted discovered a link between electricity and
magnetism — electromagnetism. A few months later, Ampere’s friend Frangois Arago demonstrated
Oersted’s electromagnetic effect to the members of the French Academy in Paris.

Ampere was fascinated by Oersted’s electromagnetic discoveries and began working on them
himself. After rigorous experiments, Ampere showed that two parallel wires carrying electric
currents attract or repel each other, depending on whether the currents flow in the same or opposite
directions, respectively.

Gifted in both mathematics and physics, Ampere applied mathematics in generalizing physical laws
from these experimental results, and discovered the principle that came to be called “Ampere’s
law”. His works provided a physical understanding of the electromagnetic relationship, theorizing
the existence of an “electrodynamic molecule” that served as the component element of both
electricity and magnetism.

After years of intensive research and experimentation, Ampere published “Memoir on the
Mathematical Theory of Electrodynamic Phenomena, Uniquely Deduced from Experience” in 1827.
The name of the new science, “Electrodynamics” was coined in this work which became known as
its founding treatise.

He formulated Ampere's Law which states that the mutual action of two lengths of current-carrying
wire is proportional to their lengths and to the intensities of their currents.

He is considered the first person to discover electromagnetism. One of his major contributions to
classical electromagnetism was Ampere’s circuital law, which relates the integrated magnetic field
around a closed loop to the electric current passing through the loop.

He is credited for the invention of the astatic needle, a vital component of the modern astatic
galvanometer.

James Watt
James Watt was a Scottish inventor and mechanical engineer, known for his improvements of the
stream engine.
Watt was born on January 19, 1736, in Greenock, Scotland. He worked as a mathematical-
instrument maker from the age of 19 and soon became interested in improving the steam, engine
which was used at that time to pump out water from mines.
Watt determined the properties of steam, especially the relation of its density to its temperature and
pressure, and designed a separate condensing chamber for the steam engine that prevented large
losses of steam in the cylinder. Watt’s first patent, in 1769, covered this device and other
improvements on steam engine.
At that time, Watt was the partner of the inventor John Roebuck, who had financed his researches.
In 1775, however, Roebuck’s interest was taken over by the manufacturer Matthew Boulton, owner
of the Soho Engineering Works at Birmingham, Watt and Boulton began the manufacture of steam



engines together as companions. Watt continued his research and patented several other important
inventions, including the rotary engine for driving various types of machinery; the double-action, in
which steam is admitted alternately into both ends of the cylinder; the steam indicator, which
records the steam pressure in the engine. He retired in 1800 and thereafter devoted himself entirely
to research work.

The misconception that Watt was the actual inventor of the steam engine arose from the
fundamental nature of his contributions to its development. The centrifugal or flyball governor,
which he invented in 1788, and which automatically regulated the speed of an engine, is of
particular interest today. It embodies the feedback principle of a servomechanism, linking output to
input, which is the basic concept of automation.

The watt, the unit of power, was named in his honor. Watt was also a well known civil engineer. In
1767, he invented an attachment that adapted telescopes for use in the measurement of distances.
Watt died in 1819 in Heathfield, near Birmingham.

Georg Simon Ohm
Georg Simon Ohm (16 March 1789 — 6 July 1854) was a German physicist and mathematician. As
a school teacher, Ohm began his research with the new electrochemical cell, invented by Italian
scientist Alessandro Volta. Using equipment of his own creation, Ohm found that there is a direct
proportionality between the potential difference (voltage) applied across a conductor and the
resultant electric current. This relationship is known as Ohm's law.
From early childhood, Georg was taught by his father who brought him to a high standard in
mathematics, physics, chemistry and philosophy. In 1806, Ohm accepted a position as a
mathematics teacher in Gottstatt Monastery. In 1809, he became a private tutor in Neuchatel. For
two years he carried out his duties as a tutor and continued his private study of mathematics.
In 1817, Ohm spent time carrying out physics experiments in the well-equipped laboratory. Thus,
he developed his important theory between the relationship of resistance, electric current and
voltage. In 1825, Ohm published his first paper which examined the decrease in the electromagnetic
force produced by a wire as the length of the wire increased. Ohm published two more papers in



1826, and his famous book containing Ohm’s law, in 1827 in which he detailed his complete theory
of electricity.

Resigning his teaching position in 1828, Ohm was without permanent employment until 1833 when
he accepted a professorship at the Polytechnic School of Nuremberg, remaining there for sixteen
years.

In 1849 he became curator of the Bavarian Academy’s physics cabinet at Munich, and in 1852 was
appointed to the chair of physics at the University of Munich, a position he held until his
death. After extensive research, he wrote “The Galvanic Circuit Investigated Mathematically” in
1827, which formulated the relationship between voltage (potential difference), current and
resistance in an electrical circuit: =V /R

The unit of current is the ampere (I); that of potential difference is the volt (V); and that of
resistance is the ohm (). This equation, as defined using the unit of resistance above, was not
formalized until the 1860’s.

Ohms Law states that the current flow through a conductor is directly proportional to the potential
difference (voltage) and inversely proportional to the resistance. The law still remains the most
widely used and appreciated of all the rules relating to the behavior of electrical circuits. Ohm died
on July 6, 1854. He was 65 years old. The physical unit of electrical resistance, the Ohm (Q), was
named in his honor.

A. Between December 2003 and December 2005, total TV reach declined but the biggest fall was
among young people — it fell by 2.9% for 16 —24 year-olds. During 2005, reach declined by 2.2% in
that age group. Reach is defined as at least 15 minutes of consecutive TV viewing in a



week. Industry figures say the decline could be due to the growth of the internet. DVDs and gaming
could also be factors, they said.

B. Digital Spy is a showbiz, entertainment and digital media community. It is the UK’s largest
independent entertainment website generating over 90 million monthly page impressions. Digital
Spy is also renowned for its extensive and unique coverage of Big Brother each year. The
discussion forums have more than 290,000 registered users and 28.3 million posts.

C. Young people (8—18) devote an average of 7 hours and 38 minutes to using entertainment media
across a typical day (more than 53 hours a week), increasing by one hour and seventeen minutes a
day over the past five years, according to a new study, Generation M2: Media in the Lives of 8- to
18-Year-Olds, designed and analyzed by the Kaiser Family Foundation and Stanford University
researchers. The increase in media use is driven in large part by ready access to mobile devices like
cell phones and iPods. Young people now spend more time listening to music, playing games, and
watching TV on their cell phones (a total of 49 min. daily) than they spend talking on them (33
min.).

D. When I plan my parties, I spend time thinking about the menu, the music, the table settings,
centerpieces and all the other little details that go into making a wonderful event. But the first thing
I really focus on is my guests. After all, that’s the real reason for all the rest. They are usually my
friends and I try to do my best to adjust my party to each of our company.

“I started doing a lot of this
when 1 was about 11 years old,” says Mr. Li, a freshman at the Shanghai Maritime
University. “Now, I spend most of my leisure time on the Internet,” he says. “There’s nowhere else
to go.”

F. Additionally, anyone under 18 and out of childhood has severely limited options when it comes
to entertainment. Just about everybody has experienced the frustration of being under 18 and having
nowhere to go apart from the movies or the zoo. Most young people are interested in popular music,
but beyond their TV and radio, there’s very little offered to them. Essentially, any licensed premises
are out of bounds which creates an enormous void in popular music options.

G. This survey was done in March 2010 (Term 1), and so it is not surprising that summer
Hollywood blockbusters featured in the films listed by students as the most enjoyable film they’d
watched recently. The top 5 films were Alice in Wonderland, Avatar, Shutter Island, Valentine’s
Day and The Hangover. It is interesting to note that 3 of the top 5 films have unrestricted ratings.
